So we visited the massive Ponovezh Yeshiva, where

. the feet of the regal palace of Torah, resounding for sure
- back to the Mediterranean, ten miles to the West. .
“We came to the Mir in Jerusalem during the morning
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seder, where there’s a tertible scarcity of seating space—

- with Torah.

The geographic map of Israel is gradaally becoming

‘a Torah map. In addition to the Chinuch Atzmai

schools that dot the countryside, institutions of advance
Torah study are also becoming a distinct presence all
over the country. . . . Looking for the Ari shul in Tsfas,
I stumbled into the Kolel Nachalat Naftoli. . .. Stop-
ping to visit a patient in the hospital in Chadeira, we
also paused at a Torah oasis, in the ltri branch there—at
the Kolel in Zichron Yaakov, in Lower Galil; and in
Ofakim in the Negev. ... The housing/Torah-study
complexes growing in Netivot, in Migdal HaEmek, in
Ashdod—each aspiring to be the “Bnei Brak’ of the
north, or the south, or the seacoast, and each showing
promise of making it.

Torah in Toronto or Los Angeles or even Lakewood
is forever a paradox: even in America, Torah can flour-
ish. In Eretz Yisroel, it always seems indigenous—even
in Haifa. '

When spotting someone with an open Mishna
Brura, or Chumash, or Gemora on his lap on the “F
train to Manhattan, it is always with a sense of irony.
When spotting someone with a sefer open on the # 3
bus heading toward “'Brisk’'—or to work—it seems as
natural as it would in a beis midrash.

II1. Appreciating the Holy Land on Shabbos
“One must always be on guard to discern between
the sacred and profane—especially in Eretz Yisroel
where someone digging a ditch or quarrying stone can
lay claim to ‘building the Land.” One must be astute to
really be certain.”—So said the Rosh Yeshiva. Avoid il-
lusions and seek the obvious. How about Yerushalayim
on Shabbos?

Shabbos in Geula/ in Golus

Yerushalaylm is the City of Peace. And Shabbos isa’
day of Peace. But this does not mean inactivity. During
the pause between Kabbolas Shabbos and Maariv (so
the evening prayer is recited after dark), one slips out of
the beis midrash to see Rechov Malchei Yisroel in Jeru-
salem’s Geula section humming with young women
promenading their children, pushing baby carriages.
The streets are relaxed, in quiet contrast to the noisy
bus-choked, frenetic pace of just several hours before.

bad, like the other guys. Too many of our boys are so
hooked on drugs or girls, [ can’t even trust them to
tighten a bolt on a helicopter engine mount. It's getting
so that I can only trust the boys with kipot. I'd hate to
lose another good mechanic. Can’t you get him back?
he begged.”

It seems that if not for non-Zionist mechanics,

Why the Change?

- -One may wonder: Why, all of a sudden, do' we need

. a special institute to train morei hora’a when it was
" never necessary to do so until now?

Obviously, circumstances are not identical to those

" prior to World War II. Then, halachic authorities were

are prepared to commit themselves to another ten years
of study to gain mastery over the four sections of Shul-
chan Aruch. It is surely reasonable to anticipate that
these scholars will develop into major morei hora'a.

~ Where are the Positions?

" Revolutionary changes are taking place in the Torah-
world. In the thirty-five years since the great destruc-
tion of Churban Europe, an entire generation of yeshiva
students and scholars has arisen from the ashes of
despair. Who, in that dark era, would have dreamed
that we would now be blessed with our wonderful
community of conscientious Jews? Thousands of Yis-
sachars fill the yeshivos and batei midrashim, along
with hundreds of thousands of laymen, meticulous in
their observance of every mitzvah, deeply concerned
about every aspect of Jewish life—truly restoring the
three pillars of Torah, Avodah and Gemillas Chassadim
to their rightful positions.
